Tasting notes: 
Post modern northern latitude west coast style.  Soft with some angularity, 
focused acid, somewhat wildly intoxicating, and picked early for greater 
vintage precision, yet medium high PH for smoothness.   Coffee, pencil 
lead, anise, and earth.  A vineyard focused place of origin wine.  The 2010 
vintage is characteristic of the Bacchus Vineyard.   An established property, 
with solid yields, sustainably farmed, make for a wine with typical fine 
extraction while still possessing elegance and light perfume qualities. 

A worthwhile wine for aging - 4-10 years.     
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Independent Producers, produced by Hedges Family Estate, directed by Christophe Hedges, focuses on 
specific vineyard sites, typically from locations within the Columbia Valley ava.  This region, because 
of its many valley vineyards, lends well to varietals like Merlot and Chardonnay.    We believe that 
exploring these Columbia Valley vineyards with more precision, one can find some of them to be of 
single vineyard quality.
